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The Project Scheme provides direct funding for professional arts projects across all disciplines. The
project scheme supports research and development, as well as production funding across all art
forms. This grant aid is open to the professional arts sector.

Cork City Council may offer amounts of grant aid less than the amount sought. Grant assistance will
be awarded only where applications meet the criteria set down by Cork City Council. Applicants can
apply for a maximum of €10,000
